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Pilbara liquor restrictions announced

The Director of Liquor Licensing has announced a number of
liquor restrictions for licensed premises in the Pilbara region.

The restrictions, which took effect on October 8, vary slightly
from town-to-town across the region.

The restrictions were imposed under section 64 of the
Liguor Control Act 1988 in response to two reports submitted
to the Director by WA Police and the West Pilbara Alcohol
Management Group.

Both reports suggested the quality of life in the Pilbara region was
directly affected by signi®cantly high rates of alcohol-related harm

Under s64, licensees were given show-cause notices to respond
to the restrictions proposed by the Director, and their views were
taken into consideration when the ®nal decision on restrictions
was made.

The reports submitted to the Director can be viewed on the
DRGL website, as can all liquor restrictions that are now in place
throughout Western Australia.

Unlawful dealing in liquor

Two directors of a company pleaded guilty to unlawful dealing
in liquor recently.

Liquorhome.com Ltd was found to have entered a pro®t-
sharing arrangement with Western Australian wine producers
whereby the product was sold from unlicensed premises.

The company was charged under section 109 of the
Liguor Control Act 1988.

Additionally, the producers who provided the liquor were
cautioned by the Department, and reminded of the legislation
dealing with pro®t-sharing.

The Gaming and Wagering Commission has amended a condition
on a standard gaming permit regarding the participation of licensed
gaming operators in the gaming function relating to the permit.

Condition number 23 of the permit now reads: 2No person
engaged to assist the conduct of gaming authorised by the permit
shall, or be permitted to, participate in the gaming as a player,
where a person includes a Director, employee or contractor of a
licensed gaming supplier who is engaged to assist in the conduct
of gaming authorised by the permit.°

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Incident reporting form updated

The Department recently amended the approved form for
recording incidents in a licensed premises' Incident Register.
Under the Liquor Control Act 1988, licensees must ensure they
manage their premises in a manner that is consistent with the
objectives of the legislation.
One management strategy that supports this obligation is to
track and make a record of reportable incidents that occur on
the licensed premises.
The maintenance of an Incident Register is not only in the
interests of the licensee, but also helps police and the licensing
authority in administering the Act.
In accordance with the Act, an Incident Register must include the
following information:
